· CONGRATULATIONS, YOU ARE A PARENT!!! YOU WILL CARE FOR THIS “BABY” AS IF HE/SHE WERE REALLY A BABY. YOU WILL FEED IT, CHANGE ITS DIAPER, BATHE, AND TAKE CARE OF YOUR BABY (ALL PRETEND OF COURSE, DO NOT WET YOUR BABY).
· YOU CAN “RECRUIT” A SPOUSE / PARTNER FROM OUTSIDE THE CLASS TO SHARE YOUR PARENTING RESPONSIBILITIES – MUST BE SUBMITTED IN CLASS ON WEDNESDAY 4/4; OTHERWISE, YOU ARE A SINGLE PARENT AND MUST DO IT ALL.

REQUIRED PROJECT POINTS:
· CARE FOR YOUR BABY FOR MORE THAN 1 WEEK: (WEDNESDAY 4/4 TO MONDAY 4/16)
· ORIGINAL PACKAGE SACK TURNED IN WITH NO DAMAGE (RIPS OR PUNCTURES)
· FACE OF A NEW BORN BABY AND WRAPPED IN A TOWEL OR BABY BLANKET
· DAILY JOURNAL
· BABY LOG
· BABY SITTING LOG
· EMERGENCY PHONE CALL
· CHILDHOOD DISEASE INVESTIGATION
· COST OF RAISING A CHILD WORKSHEET
· SUMMARY (IN CLASS WRITING ASSIGNMENT)

Timeline:
· Sex of baby, birth weight, determined by random choice: TUESDAY 4/3
· Normal baby is a 10 lb. sack of flour
· Identical or Fraternal Twins are two 5 lb. sacks of flour
· Bring a towel or baby blanket to class by: WEDNESDAY 4/4
· Carry / Care for your flour sack baby for minimum of 12 days: WEDNESDAY 4/4 TO MONDAY 4/16
· Unwrap flour - flour sack, check for damage, MONDAY 4/16
· turn in for donation to Food Bank
· Daily journal, logs, worksheet, research submitted ?????
· In class summary writing assignment - ?????

Optional:
· Clothing, Arms, Legs, Head, Carrier (Backpack is NOT acceptable)

Care Requirements:
· Flour sack baby must be in sight at all times or baby-sat by someone reliable!
· You must carry your baby the majority of the time.
· Carry your flour sack baby by your side or in front of you!
· Do not throw your baby in the air.
· Do not verbally abuse your baby.
